
Landscaping improvements at Whitewell Pot by the 

ñNorthern Boggartsò 

Whitewell Pot is a scientifically important cave formed in reef knoll limestones 

in the Bowland area, Lancashire.  The entrance to the cave had slumped in 

making access impossible, and during the summer of 2009, the Northern 

Caves Monitoring Project in partnership with contractors and conservation 

volunteers had re-opened and re-modelled the entrance, allowing access once 

more.  Further work was required to landscape the entranceé. 

 

The coir matting is laid over the pipe that forms the entrance to Whitewell Pot, 

Bowland.  This will form a substrate on which plants will colonise to naturalise 

the cave entrance. 

 

The coir matting is placed in position. 



 

The work is finished for the time being.  Lancashire County Council (AONB) 

will be providing some native trees to be planted around the entrance, which 

will further help to naturalise the cave entrance.
